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Grace and Peace to you!  As Iôve contin-

ued to get settled here at Our Father, Iôve been 

developing more and more routines.  Unfortunate-

ly, one of those routines seems to be beginning 

worship by saying, ñWe have a lot of announce-

ments this morningéò 

I say ñunfortunatelyò because surely 

these arenôt the words anyone wants to be wel-

comed to worship with.  Surely you grow tired of 

being bombarded with announcements before we 

can begin worship.  Surely our visitors donôt enjoy 

their introduction to our church being a bunch of 

announcements.  

And this presents a problem, because 

announcements arenôt bad.  In fact, they can be 

very important!  It is important for us to share 

information.  It is important for us to keep each 

other in the know on what is happening in our 

lives and in our congregation.  But we need to 

think about what the best way to communicate this 

information is (especially since when most of us 

hear the word ñannouncementsò we zone out and 

stop listeningé you know itôs true!). 

So we are going to try something new.  

Which can be scary.  We might like this new 

thing.  We might not.  But no matter what, it will 

all be okay.  If it works, great!  If it doesnôt, per-

haps it will lead us toward something we like.  Or 

perhaps it will just be a failed experiment, and we 

can lay it to rest and move on. 

So hereôs the plan.  We are going to start 

dividing announcements into two groups: Joys, 

Cares, and Concerns and Ministry Opportuni-

ties. 

Joys, Cares, and Concerns will be general 

information that we want people to know.  These 

might be things like announcements of the birth of 

a child or grandchild, prayer concerns, or other 

such announcements.  These will be shared at the 

normal time before worship, so that we can transi-

tion from them into our time of worship with the 

music of the prelude. 
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Ministry Opportunities will be ways that 

we can be living out our faith throughout the day 

and upcoming week.  These will be things like at-

tending Bible Study, signing up to provide food for 

the youth, or any number of other fun and faithful 

events that take place throughout the year.  These 

Ministry Opportunities will be shared during wor-

ship, in between the Post-Communion Prayer and 

the Benediction.  By doing this, lifting up the ways 

that our congregation is engaging our community 

and the world becomes an extension of our worship.  

It allows us to remember that worship doesnôt end 

when we leave the sanctuary; rather all of our life is 

worship to God! 

To help facilitate these Ministry Opportu-

nities, weôve created a space in the Narthex that is 

set aside for further sharing this information.  We 

are calling this the ñGodôs Work, Our Hands Tableò 

and it is located under the blue bulletin board that 

reads Godôs Work, Our Hands.  This table will be a 

place where we keep sign-up sheets for things, de-

votional materials, and information for other oppor-

tunities to live out our faith.  The idea is that this 

can be a central, familiar, and convenient place to 

keep lots of information, so that we can all easily 

stay informed. 

Finally, it would be tremendously helpful 

that if there is an announcement that needs to be 

made, you communicate that with the office by ei-

ther emailing us at oflc1961@gmail.com or me at 

revjesseck@gmail.com.  That way we can be sure 

to include things in the bulletin and I can plan on 

what to say and when.  If you wait until Sunday 

morning to tell me something, I canôt promise that 

the announcement will get made, because often my 

mind is in a lot of different places by then, and itôs 

hard to remember everything.  But if you let us 

know ahead of time I can be sure to announce it. 

Thanks for your willingness to explore this experi-

ment together.  Hopefully it will help us stay better 

connected to what is happening in one anotherôs 

lives and what opportunities for service exist at Our 

Father, as we explore together what God is up to 

here and what God is calling us to do and to be!
